The Hobbit
Narrative Assignment

For this assignment, you will create your own adventure for Bilbo by imagining that he has journeyed to another land on his way home to Bag End.  Your story should be at least 3 typed, double spaced pages and should demonstrate your understanding of the characters, themes and structure of The Hobbit.

Your story should have an exposition that provides an introduction and any need background information, a rising action in which a conflict is introduced and develops, a climax in which the conflict reaches a moment of high tension/excitement, a falling action in which events occur as a result of the climax, and a resolution in which the conflict is resolved and Odysseus leaves the island.  
Remember to consider the following as your design and write your story:

1) The notes you have taken on Joseph Campbell’s hero’s journey and fantasy tropes
2) The pattern of events that occur in The Hobbit
3) The mood, tone and plot of The Hobbit and the motifs that occur within the story

You should do your best to make your story “fit” with the rest of The Hobbit using the tools above.

You will be assessed on the attached rubric.  If you do not follow the instructions you may be penalized at the teacher’s discretion.

You use few or no transitions and/or the 


point of view of your story is unclear and this hurts your readers’ ability to follow and/or 


understand your story.

1 – You present events without logical order and/or lack a consistent point of view.  Your story


is difficult for the reader to follow and/or understand.

(has a clear exposition, rising action, climax, falling action and conclusion).  You use ample, 


specific, vivid details in the telling of your story.  You employ literary techniques such 

as dialogue, simile and metaphor.

You develop your characters and use 

specific details in your story.

2- You make mostly effective word choices in the telling of your story.  Your tone may be
inconsistent.   There may be several
errors in grammar, spelling and punctuation.

1 – You often have errors in word choice and/or you fail to create a consistent tone in your store.  There may be many errors in
spelling grammar and punctuation.
